Yesterday we left Bryce Canyon and headed toward Monument Valley stopping at Glen Canyon Dam and Antelope Canyon along the way.   The dam was a bust after having seen Boulder Dam but Antelope Canyon was very interesting.  It’s a slot canyon, very narrow and very tall with beautiful colors and shapes.  Unfortunately, you have to be in there with 100 other people so it’s difficult to get shots without them as subjects.  On top of this the wind was blowing hard so we were getting a sand shower as we wound our way through.  I was able to get most of the sand out of our cameras and in the end I think it was worth the stop.

The trip from Bryce to Monument Valley, but mostly from Monument Valley to Mesa Verde, where we are tonight, is through mostly open range and what I would call wasteland.  There are cattle and horses grazing here and there but in most areas you can see for miles and it’s nothing but high desert.

In Monument Valley we stayed at the View which has about 100 rooms, each with it’s own balcony and a view of the monuments.  Believe me, it doesn’t get much better than this.  We left there this morning and drove to Mesa Verde, a National Park devoted to the ruins of cliff dwellers.  From the park entrance to our room involved driving up 15 miles of switchbacks at 35 mph max. on a road under construction.   Anyway, we arrived and then had an exquisite dinner which will be long remembered (thank you D&B for the retirement gift, and also for the other thing waiting for us).
