Today was a long travel day with one sight seeing stop (the last one) which was Meteor Crater.  We have been there and are now back in Sedona where it all started; actually, we are in the very same hotel room.  Anyway, it was a heck of a loop with many wonderful sights and while it was great to do, it will be nice to get back home.  Seventeen days on the road is a long time.  We will have driven about 2400 miles.  Bring on the green!   

The Meteor Crater is a big hole in the ground near Winslow, AZ, not far from here.  It is approx. ¾ of a mile in diameter and about 550 feet deep.  It was created when a 150-foot meteor hit the earth 50,000 years ago at somewhere between 28,000 and 44,000 mph.  It was a 10 second event that scared the bejesus out of every living thing within miles (I’m guessing here).  Our astronauts have trained here because the crater is so similar to the moon’s surface.  Anyway, it was fun to see.  And because that is the only thing we saw, well, the few pictures included will be of dirt.  None will be of ancient ruins!
