Road Commissioner’s Annual Report, 2007/2008

Road Repairs

Since the last annual meeting the Young Road has received no major road repairs.  This was a decision made by the board in order to allow the treasury to build in hopes that the money could be used in conjunction with WLA319 grant funds.  This would allow a greater return on the use of our funds.  
We have recently submitted proposals to the grant administrators for repairs to five sites which would total approximately $15,000.  These repairs consist of 550 feet of Geotextile work and are described in more detail in the attachments.  
Other road improvements were made.  In August and September of 2007 the road sides were trimmed back 5 feet of woody material and on October 21st a Chipping Bee was conducted.  We wish to thank those who volunteered their time, energy, and other support – Libby Buxton, Tim Ellis, John Finnegan, Dick and Betty Harvey, Bob and Carol MacDougall, John and Micki Poor, Debby Smiley, Ron Uecker, Pat Williams, Jack Wilson, and any others that I have failed to mention. 
On 09/18/07 the large pine tree on the road’s edge at the MacDougall’s was taken down by Hickey Tree Service.  Mr. Hickey was cutting trees for the MacDougall’s and agreed to remove the tree for $500 which was considerably less than previous estimates.  The tree removal and stump grinding was in response to the city’s request of the last two years.  The city indicated that failure to remove the tree would result in an end to the plowing and sanding services they provide.
On 11/04/08 a 10” diameter pine which had fallen across the road near the driveway of Tom Renckens and Sarah Fagg was removed.

Proposed Repair Sites For Grant Consideration
Site 1 begins approximately 25’ north of CMP pole #27 and runs southerly 100’.  The plan here is to achieve the desired crown, lay the fabric on the existing surface and then cover with the appropriate quality and quantity of gravel.  

44.33077N, 69.66403W to 44.33048N, 69.66403 (By Renckens/Fagg driveway)

Site 2 begins by the mailbox at 151 Young Road and runs northerly 150’.  This stretch of road should be a mix of excavation of the existing road surface and laying fabric on the old surface and building on that.  There is one driveway to accommodate.

44.32970N, 69.66232W to 44.32970N, 69.66232W (By Panek’s Point entrance)

Site 3 starts at a large pine (36" diam.) with a reflector on it and extends in a SSW direction for 100' ending at a large pine tree (30" diam.) with a reflector on it.  This site should be an excavation of perhaps 6” of material and then rebuilt with fabric and appropriate gravel.

44.33173N, 69.65974W to 44.33146N, 69.65992W (By Murray property)
Site 4 Starts near CMP pole #9 and extends 100' in a NNE direction.  This is what is termed as the “second phase” of work for this site, the ditching being the first phase.  This site will be a complete excavation of the existing surface and then rebuilding with fabric and appropriate gravel.

44.33516N, 69.65790W to 44.33544N, 69.65771 (Near Taber/Girard properties)
Site 5 is split by a CMP pole with no number which is approximately 75 yards south of CMP pole #3.  This site is 100’ long.  This site should be an excavation of the existing road surface and addition of new material.  

44.33643N, 69.65706W to 44.33671N, 69.65697W (where CMP pole #4 used to be)
